Dear Parents,

It is our privilege to care for your child while at Camp so that you may enjoy the many activities and opportunities for adult fellowship planned. In order for our staff to effectively care for your child, please help us with the following:

1. Label all your child’s belongings, including diaper bag, bottles, bottle caps, toys, pacifiers, etc. Writing with a permanent marker (“Sharpie”) directly on your child’s things or on masking tape is effective.  We cannot be responsible for lost items and will not feed an unlabeled bottle to any child.

2. Upon arrival into the nursery, please check your child in and fill out the feeding schedule.  If you do not leave any instructions, your child will be fed on demand.  If you are nursing, please provide a bottle of water or a pacifier. Also, let us know of any food your child may be allergic to.

3. Provide extra diapers, an extra bottle of water or juice (in case the program runs overtime), extra change of clothes for emergencies, and any special toys your child enjoys.

4. Please refrain from visiting your child during classtime. It is very common for children to get upset when parents and relatives come to “visit” and then leave again.

5. If you suspect that your child has a cold, please inform the adult child-care workers and we will try to keep your child away from other children if there are enough workers to accommodate this.

6. In consideration of the child-care workers, please pick up your child promptly after the scheduled activity.
